Activites in the Basic Services Response Priorities (BSRP) 2018 have been
progressing reasonably well in the first half of 2018, given the funding
constraints and operational challenges. They are contributing to specific sector
objectives as well as the overall strategic pillars of the Strategic Partnership
Cooperation Framework (SPCF) 2017-2021, though the latter is currently
difficult to measure.

Since the BSRP is intended to help prioritise resource mobilisation efforts for
basic service priorities within the framework of the SPCF, its contribution to
overall SPCF funding is important. The BSRP, as of June 30, accounts for 23% of
SPCF funds raised in 2018.

In addition to funding and human resource constraints, several key challenges
persist within the operational environment in Eritrea. Availability of, and access
to, data continue to be a limiting factor, in addition to some restrictions in
obtaining travel permits as well as in approving needs assessments. Procure-
ment is a challenge for many planned activities, with current policies and proce-
dures causing delays, and with some supplies unavailable through the main
channels.

Strict financial regulations also exist at Ministry levels, which have a high impact
on operations given that all activities are implemented through national imple-
menting partners.

There is consistent agreement on the need for continued advocacy on a
number of key issues which are limiting the efficiency and impact of BSRP activ-
ities, and affecting the ability to utilize available resources. These include avail-
ability and access to data; approval of needs assessments; more efficient
procurement processes; and more efficient granting of travel permits; in
addition to specific advocacy issues such as on the approval of exit visas for
Somali refugees wishing to be repatriated or resettled.

Enhanced harmonisation of the BSRP with the SPCF would also help to keep the
BSRP more coherently linked to the overall strategic objectives of the UN's
work in Eritrea, as agreed with the Government. The monitoring framework of
the BSRP should therefore be linked to that of the SPCF. The BSRP’s contribu-
tion to the SPCF strategic pillars should be measured through the mid-term and
final SPCF evaluation,

The Basic Services Response Priorities (BSRP) 2019 prioritised the response to the most urgent needs within the Strategic Partnership
Cooperation Framework (SPCF) 2017-2021, which was jointly developed by the Government of the State of Eritrea (GoSE) and the United
Nations. The BSRP 2019 consolidated the most urgent projects from within the Food Security and Livelihoods (FSL); Nutrition; Health;
Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH); Basic Education; Multi-sector support to Refugees; and Child Protection sectors. These urgent
projects aimed to reach a total target population of 1.1 million and reached approximately 409,000 people, within all six Zobas of Eritrea,
with a total funding of US$13 million, out of the total requirement of US$27.3 million.
